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A spokesperson for the company, that
employs 30 people on the site, has confirmed
the plans to extend Chesford Hall Quarry.
‘We need to extend this quarry to keep it
open and create new jobs. The extension will
provide the gravel that this area urgently
needs for buildings and roads’

The story does not stop there; the planned extension is on an
important historic site. There are also environmental concerns about
the impact an extension would have on the plants and animals that
currently live in the area. The local tourist industry is concerned that if
the extension goes ahead, tourists may stay away.
